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Love is a fundamental need, a persona value that adds
up to full development, realization of personal and and
creative potentid. In the nowadays society love
relationships are often developed in the frame of informal
communication that makes it more democratic. This is
why the problem of the notion of love and the research of
impact of love on the forming of personality, and
development of empathy in particular, is a burning
guestion at the times of social-economic changes and it is
a necessity for further improvement of educationa-
pedagogic processes at schools. The aim of this research
is to anayze the features of motivational factors of love
and to clarify their impact on the development of
teenagers empathy. Main tasks are to specify the
hierarchy of motives of love and to identify the general
level of empathy with list of components included.

Taking into consideration the school age peculiarities,
motives of love and levels of empathy were studied on the
basis of methodology of investigation of love mativation
(by Morgyn V.) and diagnostics of empathy abilities (by
Boiko V.) 9"-grade schoolchildren of lyceum #4,
Kremenchuk, participated in the research (total 92
school children) on May 2011 in the same conditions for
all the grades with clearly defined ingructions. Before the
realization of methodology to ensure the objectiveness of
data an anonymous questionnaires were implemented to
single out the number of schoolchildren ‘in love'.

As aresult of the current research the following key
points were determined:

1. Dominating orientation of nowadays teenagers is the
orientation on the present and comes aong with doubts
about the feeling of another person, intention to create a
family and creativity and romanticismin love.

2. Level of teenagers empathy isin genera medium with
prevalence of emotional channel that is more developed in
teenagers ‘in love'.

3. Further research indudes more precise definition of the
impact of love on the development of value orientations
of teenagers and forming the persondity in generd.
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This article gives an overview on the results of studies done
on the motives of a feding of love among teenagers and
analyses their interconnection with the development of
empathy.
