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The present study highlights the reationship of
epistemology and individualism in the liberal philosophy
of F. Hayek. Epistemology appears afundamental ground
for understanding the essence of individualism and
principles of its existence.

Major F. Hayek’'s works dedicated to correlation
between  epistemology and individualism, are
“Individualism and Economic Order” and “The Sensory
Orde”. They alow a detailed establishment of cognitive
capacities of a person. The philosopher viewed
spontaneity as a core feature of consciousness, it being the
reason for sensory arrangement of human cognition.
Hence, knowledge is characterized as incomplete,
incapable of universality and not formalized; knowledge
cannot be centralized, therefore, it is dispersed among
individs.

As it is impossible to predict goals and actions of
individs, F. Hayek adopted the position of negative
utilitarism. It means that individ's motivation is
unperceptible, thus, the only remaining intention is
minimization of evil/damage.

Spontaneity of individs as social atoms causes similar
arrangement at the social level as well. Microorder of
human knowledge structure reflects the mechanism of
arrangement of social macroorder. F. Hayek emphasizes
that spontaneous order is a natural way of dissemination
of information and knowledge in society. Hence, such
arrangement can be ensured by way of avoiding any
artificial constructs. With thisregard it is ascertained that
society cannot function following any rationa
metaguidelines or be governed by rationa planning, etc. It
is recognized that the only acceptable way of
development of society is sef-arrangement and sdlf-
regulation.

Lack of rational planning and regulation in society
makes evolution the only interna principle of its sef-
arrangement. It is owing to individual competition that the
most effective knowledge and skills are identified, which
contribute to the progress of society in general.
