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An increasing interest of modern researchers in the
problems of establishment of new religious trends in the
last period of existence of the USSR and in the present-
day independent Ukrainian state has been reflected in
multiple publications on philosophy, religious studies,
sociology, history and pedagogy. The problem also
reflects different aspects of their existence presented in
printed and el ectronic media.

This issue, however, contains a number of ambiguous
features. For years, atheism was purposefully imposed in
the USSR. As aresult, the importance and authority of the
church was devalued both for society and for a person. A
lot of people were deprived of the spiritual tradition,
which caused ideological and spiritual vacuum: spiritua
denationalization was reinforced, links between
generations and cultura and religious values were lost.

Economic and spiritual crisis of the Ukrainian society,
its incomplete religious arrangement brought about
objective conditions for activation of both traditional
Churches and especially various kinds of non-traditional
cults, reigious groups and “occult underground”.

Owing to democratization of social life, reconsideration
of history and human life, the religious perception of
redity is altered as well. It may be traced by the way
peopl e perceive current religious situation.

Followers of new religious movements desire to find
new spiritual values and possibilities for spiritual
improvement in neoreligions. Analysis of reasons for
establishment, dissemination and activity of non-
traditiona religious movements in Ukraine and their
quantitative evaluation facilitates undersanding of
essence of this phenomenon on the global and national
scale.

Therefore, it should be noted that representatives of
new religious trends have been increasingly active in
Ukraine, which, however, does not reduce the role of
traditional religions that have been functioning in these
territories for a substantial historical period.
