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The article is devoted to the analysis of peculiarities of
defining the phenomenon of elevated in the history of
philosophical and aesthetic idea. The problems of the
theory of eevated connected with determination of this
concept and methods of this aesthetic phenomenon
interpretation are analysed.

Considerable attention is paid to the difficulties in
determination of elevated, both in researches of previous
epochs and in the modern attempts of construction of the
theory of elevated.

Phenomenon of elevated which is under intent attention
of aesthetes and philosophers from Longin to Zizek - is
one of those concepts which are difficult to define.

In the history of aesthetic idea the concept arises in
various contexts in which it acquires different
characteristics what makes is difficult to reduce to single
definition. Such variety of displays causes considerable
difficulties for the scientific and philosophical theories of
elevated which are based on dtrict determination of
concepts. In particular, it was equated with the majestic
natural phenomena, God, sense, emotiona fascination,
etc.

The genuine elevated belongs to those phenomena
which aman is not able to seize asin a state of sublimity
he is under the influence of elevated object and unable to
comprehend it. It is comparatively easier to define and
describe formal descriptions of the concept of eevated
than to define its semantic characteristics. The content of
the concept of elevated is constantly updated and it is a
characteristic feature of this phenomenon. It causes basic
difficulties for definition of the phenomenon of elevated
within the framework of scientific theory. However,
without regard to it, the elevated is one of key categories
of classic aesthetics and modern aesthetic science which
proves also the interest in elevated from the side of other

philosophical disciplines.
