Modem social processes that generate dynamic environmental changes require new ways to
communicate nature, which consist in changing the perception of environmental simplification scheme
that generates without the involvement personality in the principle of personal involvement in the im-
plementation of certain movements and actions towards the environment, sustainable natural re-
sources, and safety of human life.

All this can be achieved in the process of environmental awareness, education, and environmen-
tal education.

Psychological aspects of in-depth educational understanding of environmental issues should be
the result of the ability to see, feel, and realize full effects of the environment changes and their poten-
tial in harmony with harmony of nature and balance of nature.

Environmental consciousness should be able to include the logical-thinking forms of reproduc-
tion ecological reality such as: analysis, synthesis, specification, comparison, generalization and ab-
straction, which should cause timely caution, protection, care, balance, value orientation - logically
work out all considering mental state, behavior, subjective reviews, experiences, spirituality, that
should incorporate environmental education.
