At the present stage of development of national economy to ensure sustainable economic
growth is impossible without involvement in the economic turnover of natural resources, ensuring
their use of complex and extended play. The main task of the state is to create an appropriate institu-
tional support of these processes based on the strategic priorities of the country, given the impact of
globalization and growing environmental concerns mankind as a result of irrational nature.

To create an appropriate institutional levers that will establish effective incentives complex na-
ture, it is necessary that only significantly improve the vertical of executive power, eliminating dupli-
cation or dispersion of power at national, regional and local levels, but also to harmonize the basic
tenets of fiscal, financial, credit, budget, innovation and investment, social and environmental policy.
The most effective stimulus complex nature that require further institutionalization include: regulation
of property rights and use of natural resources, strengthening of control over the distribution of rents in
nature, simplified licensing procedures for small businesses, creating favorable conditions for devel-
opment of market infrastructure, environmental and foreign capital for the implementation of im-
portant projects, laying the tax incentives for businesses that provide comprehensive nature, restricting
exports of natural resources with low, cheap credits for the purchase and implementation of innova-
tions in the sphere of nature.For practical implementation of shared proposals to consolidate the efforts
of state institutions and local authorities, environmentally responsible businesses and the public to
come out to develop specific solutions in the form of legislation,
policies, government programs, business projects.
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
