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Antarctica’s unique natural resources and wildlife are attracting many tourists. The peak of tour-
ist demand was registered in 2007-2008 - 46 265 people. In 1991 the International Association of Ant-
arctic Tour Operators was established to promote tourism and at one and the same time to protect an
environment from intensive human intrusion.

The purpose of this study is to consider the characteristics of tourism in Antarctica and to ana-
lyze the possibility of the ecological tour to the Ukrainian Antarctic station "Akademik Vernadsky"
and also to calculate the estimates of recreational load in the area of the Ukrainian station.

We have proposed a new variant of the method of the recreational load estimation for the Ant-
arctica region, which takes into account the natural features of the mainland, the value of recreational
resources, residence time, the status of visited sites and the capacity of the Antarctic station.

Using this method the capacity of Ukrainian Antarctic station was calculated: simultaneously
there may be up to 33 visitors.

Reviewed the existing tourist offer of the different international tour operators a new three-day
ecological tour plan "Untouched Reality" was developed. The plan has a proposal of few new tourism
services in the area of Ukrainian Antarctic station, such as diving, kayaking, camping and visiting his-
torical and cultural monuments. Except that, the value of the travel services per tourist was calculated
including an economical efficiency of the ecological tour for a year.
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
