PRESENTATION OF «<-HANDBOOK OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY FOR
PUPILS» AND A SERIES OF INFOGRAPHICS «UNDERSTENDABLE
DESCRIPTION OF PLAGIARISM»

Subject of plagiarism and various forms of academic dishonesty are lately in the focus of very active
discussion. Today, the only thing that can counter the culture of «cutting and pasting» is creativity and
sustained practice of academic culture. Because neither sanctions nor the various forms of control in a
society that practices «repost» more than quoting the source, is not effective. High levels of plagiarism and
the growing number of cases of public detection of cheaters also have the opposite effect — all these things
make the academic environment more tolerant.

Culture and the academic values perform the regulation function in a situation with plagiarism; they
regulate, control and sanction accepted rules. But only institutional rules of supervision and sanctions are
not enough to regulate any form of academic fraud, especially plagiarism. It is therefore important that the
traditions and rules of ethics should be formed at school.

We must recognize that:

e Plagiarism exists and is widespread;

e Plagiarism is being used by pupils / students and teachers / researchers;

e The most ambitious and motivated pupils / students and academics also tend to use
plagiarism;

e Sanctions and control are the only effective method of combating plagiarism;

e There is quite a contradictory situation with understanding what plagiarism actually is;

e Many people, particularly pupils and students, don’t treating plagiarism as a crime.

Lack of cultural component that regulates unfair practices at the level of rules, traditions and values
of academic culture makes the institutional norms of control quite ineffective even at informing about the
forms of plagiarism and understanding what plagiarism actually is.

Spreading the professional ethics, standards and formation of responsible position in school can be
one of the most effective means of combating plagiarism.

Confronting the fraud in science is sometimes equated with the throwing a hoe to shoot the sun,
meaning that this phenomenon cannot be completely eradicated and there will always be people who want
to reach the scientific heights in a unfair way. However, «throwing the hoe» is undoubtedly necessary,
because corruption, fraud and their tolerance in courts, hospitals, government offices, etc. comes from the
fraud in universities: purchased research papers, borrowed someone else's article or rigged results of
scientific work.
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
