INTRODUCTION

This issue of “Architecture” Visnyk of Lviv Polytechnic National University consists of articles,
which are the result of scientific-research work of the authors and their discussions during the participation
in international conference “Castles and tourism business — effective joint”, which took part on October
30-31, 2003 in the main building of Lviv Polytechnic National University, and during the session held as a
tour around castles of Zolota Pidkova (Golden horseshoe) and Zhovkva. Our initiative regarding the theme
and goal of the conference was supported by the Director of the Institute of Architecture, Professor Bohdan
Cherkes and the Director of the Department of management of health resorts and tourism of Lviv state
regional administration, Candidate of Arts A. V. Klimashevs’kyj. The conference was exposed, mobile and
informative. At the exhibition that worked during the event, among the variety of exposed works and
advertisements much attention drew diploma projects of students-architects, dedicated to problems of
reconstruction and restoration of castles in Zbarazh, Zhovkva; blueprints of monuments of the palace and
park complex in Pidhirtsi; and investment projects on regeneration of certain objects.

The conference brought together representatives of Ukrainian and foreign scientific elite, employees
of the state administration of Ukraine, Poland and Austria that have an interest in problems of saving castle
complexes and residences and ways of using such objects for mass tourism and investment. The following
questions were discussed: the condition of monument protection business, available theoretical and
practical achievements and methods of complex investigation, analysis and renovation of architectural
heritage, evaluation of its spiritual and aesthetical potential, perception of the image of the castle or
residence in the historical landscape; positive and negative consequences of urbanization processes;
perspectives of functioning of eco- and castle-tourism routes and the creation of recreational zones; issues
of investment and functioning of tourism infrastructure.

While opening the Plenary Session of the conference, Vice-Rector Y.Y. Bobalo mentioned the
active participation of professors of Lviv Polytechnic National University as well as students in the
architectural heritage exploration. The Academician of NASU, the Head of the state service of control of
the movement of cultural heritage abroad, professor O.K. Fedoruk emphasized the need of applying the
scientific approach in the studying, exploitation and renovation of art heritage, and their complex analysis.
The Director of the Institute of Economics and Management, Professor O.Y. Kuz’min placed the emphasis
on economical problems hindering the Ukrainian tourism development. While summarizing the conference
results and making decisions on their basis, the Deputy Head of Lviv state regional administration
B.V. Matolych accentuated the importance of the system approach application in the tourism infrastructure
development and functioning. In the materials published in “Visnyk”, scientific articles of other
participants of the conference are also presented.

The structure of “Visnyk” is outlined by the theme of the submitted scientific materials and is an
attempt of general systematization of a wide spectrum of modern research of the issues of: exploration of
the existing condition of castles and residences; their restoration and reconstruction; the theory of their
image development and modern functioning in the historical landscape; renovation of the historical and
architectural environment; organization of investment strategy and functioning of tourism infrastructure.

This issue of Visnyk is dedicated to the fond memory of the outstanding scientists, pedagogues and
enthusiasts of monument protection in Ukraine — Academician G.N. Logvyn, Associate Professor
