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PHRASEOLOGICAL MEANS OF EXPRESSING THE CONCEPT
OF «\WEALTH» IN UKRAINIAN AND ENGLISH CULTURES

The concept of «wealth» is one of the key concepts of understanding the world of nations.
Unfortunately, at a time when the materialist ideology permeates human existence, the
guestion of material welfares especially worries the modern person. Are there identical concepts of
wealth and happiness? Is the wealth good or evil? What is the danger of wealth? Should a person
always seek wealth?

In human consciousness, weslth is, first of all, a set of material wealth, a certain measure of
happiness, because the material world for many is a real value. Most young people seek wealth,
because it gives power, the situation in the world, and supposedly happiness. But such a general
idea of wealth did not always exist in the presentation of people.

The subject of wealth is widely represented in biblical literature, where wealth is opposed to
poverty, and is characterized as a certain weal, which provides the necessary space for life
(bararomy i mig ropy Boja Teue, a OiHOMY i B JosmHI Tpeba kpuHHIlto Koraru), deprives from the
need to humiliated to ask (3axuraerbcs GaraTuii — oro Apy3i MiATPUMAIOTH).

To be rich it is necessary to be assiduous and courageous (pyka Jiegada poOUThH OiTHUM;
30aradye — pyka cTapaHHux), Wise (Mmyapicts Jinira mouas nepiu) and do not be lazy (36yscs tato
KJIOTIOTY: KUTO 3MOJIOTHB 1 TPOIIIi ITPOITUB).

In Protestant religious ethics labor was proclaimed as the highest human virtue, therefore the
protestant idea of the professional calling morally justified riches and assisted capitalist enterprise.
[1, 228] which isrepresented in such paremias: A man without money is no man at all; A gentleman
without estate is like a pudding without suet; Manner and money make a gentleman; Money makes
the man; Jake would be a gentleman if he had money.

Moreover, Protestant dogmas condemned the desire to be poor, equating it to the desire to be
sick [3, 126].

In both cultures it is emphasized that a person who works and is not lazy will never be poor:
At the workingman’ s house hunger looks in but dares not enter / Y nim po6iTHHKa r0JI01 3arIs1ae,
ajie He HaBaXYETbCs YBIUTH.

In the Ukrainian phraseological picture we observe a negative attitude towards the rich. They
are proud, cursed, unclear, unjust, indifferent to strange grief, full of sin: barauesa npasaa ripiie
OpexHi; [laHu mpaBroIO KEMKYIOTh — MPOTE XK Y CBITI 1 MaHytoTh; [laH He nMOOUTH MpaBaH, 5K Mec
muiia; Cpi010-3710TO TATHE YOJIOBIKA Y 60710TO; Bi rpoteit yce imxe Ha CBITI.

The attitude of modern people to wealth is quite mercantile and well-known. The idea that
money is ruled by the world and recognized as a powerful force is not new and verbalized in
Ukrainian and English’s paremias. Gold rules the world; Gold dust blinds all eyes; All things are
obedient to money; Money is the only monarch; Money governs the world; When money speaks the
world is silent; What ill not money do? Money will do anything; Money makes the pot boil; A
golden key opens every door // 301010 npaBUTh CBITOM; 30JI0TO ¥ JKIHKH PSISATH CBITOM; 3eMIIs BCE
KPYTUTBHCS HABKOJIO OCi, a JIFOJIM — HABKOJIO Ipolleid; 3a Irpoull TUIbKU PiTHOTO 0aThKa HE KYIMIL;
