TO THEHISTORY OF THE RENOVATION OF THE
ARCHITECTURE MONUMENTSIN LVIV AND LVIV REGION
second part of XX century

On that times the specialist decided the problem of renovation of
architectura monuments cautiously and differentiated on the one hand, and
courageously and aggressively on the other, for which they are often
criticized nowadays. The reason was the socio — political and economic

conditions of those times. They tried to eliminate small, partial damage,
which did not cause special discussions.

This applies to the monuments of residential and palace architecture in
the centra part of the city and in the regions of the region. Often, for such
cases, new functions were offered and reconstruction projects were being
developed.

In the case of more significant damage, when significant parts of the
monument were lost, the possibilities of various decisions were given
depending on the degree of documented presentation of the proposed
reproduction; compositional role of the lost element or whole structure in the
context of urban spatia solution; functional needs and other factors. In fact,
the tendencies of renovation of the monument, which at times were
completely destroyed, in particular as a result of hostilities (for example, the
castle in Olesko).

The motivations for their renovation were different. First of all, the
arguments of urban planning and utilitarian (practical) characters prevailed
(castlein Svirzh village). Much attention was paid to the renovation of palace
and park art monuments (Pidhirts village, Brodivsky district) and the
provision of new functions to them (in the city of Rozdil, Pomoryany,
Zhovkva city). For such measures, considerable materiad resources and
creative efforts were expended (new design documentation was devel oped,
specialized congtruction sites were organized, lost art crafts were often
revived). An important role was played by an attempt to recreate the
historical landscape.

At the same time, processes of deliberate destruction and re-engineering
of architectura monuments took place. Thus, in particular, part of the
Lychakiv cemetery was transformed into aruin, and for the church of Elzbety
beg. of XX ¢, arch. Theodor Taovsky on Kropyvnytsky Square
(Pryvokzalna) has developed a project for reconstruction as the book store. It
is important that the project of reconstruction (the crestive group: architects
M.Trach, O. emeshylo-Rybchynska, building engineer  G.Shevchuk,
customer: Scientific Library of V.Stefanyk of the Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine) devel oped the idea of an independent constructive framework of the
book store that should not only not damage the building of architecture
monument, but also to ensure its conservation against destruction and
inadequate use as a landfill.



Summing up, it should be noted that the desire to renovate the
architectura monument and its active implementation in the contemporary
life, its environment and needs, with itsimportant function for the population,
was arequirement of time and a tendency.
