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THE ROLE OF AN ARCHITECT'SANDRIY MYKHAILOVYCH
SHULYAR OUTSTANDING PROJECTSIN PRESERVATION
LVIV HISTORICAL CENTER

In this article, the authors seek on several examples and from their own
experience give their vision of the historical dgnificance in an architect's
A.M. Shulyar preservation and development of Lviv city architecture,
regional cities and settlementsin post-war period of 20 century. In this case it
becomes clear the measure of architect's figure and the significance of his
creative work for our days. At the same time, we do not pretend to be
exhaustive of our vision, but only we are giving a guide for the future
researchers of the creative heritage of this outstanding man — one of the
brightest representatives of the Galician intelligentsia of 20 century.

Thus, one of the most significant achievements of Andriy Mykhailovych
Shulyar, as the head of Construction and Architecture Department in Lviv
regional executive committee in 1953-1980, became the creation of State
Historical and Architectural Reservation in Lviv.

Thanks to his initiative, perseverance and organizational effort, it was
forty three years ago in Lviv that, according to the decision of the Council of
Ministers of Ukrainian SSR No. 297 from March 12, 1975, it had been
created the State Historical and Architectural Reservation, which included a
significant area of the central part of the city. The main urban achievement
for that time should be considered that for the first time on the territory of
former Soviet Union not a separate architectural monument but an area of
120 hectares of the historic center had become reserved. The State
Historical and Architectural Reservation became the center of the unique
architectural -urban building ensemble of the prince and medieval Lviv. It was
an urban platform on which and thanks to which in 1998 Lviv historical
center was included to the List of World Cultural Heritage of UNESCO.

It is also worth mentioning the history of creation of a modern
Architect's House in Lviv. In 1956, Andriy Mykhailovych Shulyar, as the
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head of Department of Construction and Architecture in Lviv regional
executive committee, proposed to the Board of Architects Union to adapt the
Powder Tower, which was a fragment of ruined fortifications of medieval
Lviv and had a small status of Architectural monuments of the XVI century,
to useit under the Architect's House.

By that time, only the walls remained it was a Powder Tower. In the
beginning of 1950s there was a roof constructed above them. Restoration
works and the reconstruction were carried out in 1956-1959. Andriy
Mykhailovych Shulyar took part in al the stages of this project. So, in 1963,
he participated in the jury of a competition for a sketchy design of a cafe-
buffet, and then took care about the construction of Powder Tower
throughout hisentirelife.

The restoration of Powder Tower in Lviv has shown a real opportunity
of adaptation the destroyed architectural monuments to the contemporary
objects. In this case Andriy Mykhailovych Shulyar proved the reality of this
kind of protection and use of our historic architectural heritage, offering
an effective way of itsfurther existence.

For the first time this technique was applied in Lviv at the postwar
times, and Andriy Mykhailovych Shulyar rightly considered it to be a
historical event, when in the Soviet Union that practice of rebuilding the
destroyed architectura monuments was sharply condemned because of non-
availability of public funds.

Until now, some problems of protection and use of the historical
architectural heritage of Lviv have been left. Even more such problems are
remained in the cities and villages of Lviv region. However, looking through
the years of Lviv city and region development during the Soviet period, we
are, from the point of view of present time, really imagining and appreciating
that time efforts of architects, the bright representatives of our Galician
intellectuals who selflesdy defended historical, architectural and cultural
heritage for us and the future generations.

A historic, unique and original architecture of Lviv is now preserved,
and its advantageous geopolitica location close to the border on the
intersection of the land and air ways make Lviv the western gate of Ukraine.
As already mentioned, the part of an ensemble of Lviv historical center since
1998 acquired the status of World Cultural Heritage of UNESCO. It is a total
area of 150 hectares, of which 142 hectares belong to the historical center of
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
