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CROSS-BORDER COOPERATION —BENEFITING FROM BORDERS

Cross-border cooperation has the potential to transform a border into a
possibility for development. Thisis particularly important in the case of regions
on the external borders of the European Union. By working together, these
regions can jointly identify and address the specific challenges and opportunities
presented by the border between them.With European integration, the
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importance of the border as a barrier has largely disappeared between the EU
Member States, especially within the Schengen area.

A border has several functions and sometimes they conflict with one
another. The most visible isto act as a barrier and an insrument to be applied
for contralling illegal immigration, human trafficking, drugs and weapons and
for collecting duties on legal goods. Thisisthe rationale for the infrastructure at
a border, which consists of border crossing points and land border
installations.However, borders also constitute an opportunity. A border is more
than an obstacle to contacts; a border also creates “friction” which can offer
business possihbilities. Differing conditions across the border can therefore aso
be utilized to benefit regional development.

A cross-border cooperation partnership takes a long time to mature.
Setting up the relevant structures and implementing the programs are a learning
process for al of the participants; thisin itself constitutes a valuable result of the
cooperation. Cooperation based on multiannual programming, introduced by the
EU, requires awide range of contacts among the parties involved. This enhances
both the continuity of cooperation and the quality of long-term partnerships.in
spite of the various challenges involved, ENPI CBC programs can already be
considered a success story. They can be expected to reach their full potential
during the next budgetary period.

The Cross-border Cooperation (CBC) Program Poland-Belarus-Ukraine
for 15 years supports the cross-border development processes in the borderland
of Poland, Belarus and Ukraine by co-funding diverse projects. All projects
funded within the Program are non-profit ones and contribute to the
improvement of quality of life of inhabitants of eastern Poland and western
Ukraine and Belarus. Each undertaking financed within the Program shall
demonstrate strong cross-border effect, not only through established partnership
between ingtitutions from these three countries, but mainly thanks to the results
of the activities and its positive impact on the border territory.

In2004-2006program structure and financing of projects were much more
complicated that it is now, nevertheless with the total EU financing of 45,8 M
EUR, 167 projects. Within 2007-2013 program was implemented under the
European Neighborhood and Partnership Instrument (ENPI). Its financing from
EU budget significantly increased up to over 170 M EUR and using that
funds 117 projects were implemented. These were large infrastructure, regular
and umbrella projects. They resulted in multiple improvements in such sectors
and areas as social infrastructure, healthcare, education, tourism, protection of
cultural heritage, security and last but not least border-crossings' infrastructure
and services.In 2014-2020 the Program operates under the framework of the
European Neighborhood Instrument (ENI). The ENI supports sustainable
development along the EU’'s externa borders, helps reducing differences in
living sandards and addressing common challenges across these borders.
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In terms of the budget, the Program Poland-Belarus-Ukraine is the biggest
ENI CBC program at the EU land borders over 170 M EUR will be granted
from the Program to projects focusing especially on protection and promotion of
cultural and natural heritage of border areas, infrastructural accessibility of the
regions, improvement of border-crossings infrastructure, procedures and
services as well as devel opment of healthcare and public security services.

The Program Strategy was adopted following the socio-economic analysis
carried out at the request of the Managing Authority, in which the common
nationa and regional priorities of the participating countries and their regions
were identified. It is also based on the experience from the previous
programming periods. The Program Strategy takes al so into account the opinions
of the various stakeholders on the common needs and challenges the Program
areais facing. It finaly reflects the decisions taken by the representatives of the
Poland, Belarus and Ukraine in order to focus on the thematic areas in which the
participating countries can address common problems and deal with the joint
assets.

Cross-border cooperation brings together the communities on both sides
of the border. It helps to transform the border into a possibility for development.
A border can be a barrier but it can also be a gateway, an opportunity and a
resource.
