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INDUSTRIAL CONSTRUCTION OF THE PROMINENT UKRAINIAN
ARCHITECTOR IVAN LEVINSKY
AS A HERITAGE OF LVIV INDUSTRIAL CULTURE

In the post-industrial era, European cities are characterized by the trans-
formation of the industrial heritage of the past — industrial, transport, engi-
neering and technical objects into complexes of national museums of industrial
culture and their active inclusion in the world and national tourism industry.
Such complexes have already been established and successfully operate in
many historic cities of Europe.

The peculiarity of the functional and planning structure of Lviv lays in the
presence of a considerable number of historically formed industrial territories
in its dense city centre. The processes of their massive spontaneous restructur-
ing result in the loss of valuable historic industrial buildings placed on those
locations. At the current stage emerges problem of massive and uncontrolled
restructuring of industrial territories without any evaluation of the industrial
cultural heritage of the old Lviv, as wellas urgent need for the development of
programs to include it in the development of the city’s tourist infrastructure.

The spotlight of the Lviv historic industrial buildings is the legacy of a
prominent Ukrainian architect, constructor, engineer, industrialist, professor
of Lviv Polytechnic, prominent public figure of Galicia — Ivan Levinsky (Jan
Lewinski; 1851-1919) — Factory of tiled stoves Ivan Levinsky, located on
General Chuprynky Street, S8(formerly Potocki, before that — Krestovaya).

The prominent career path and extraordinary success of Ivan Levinsky,
as the most famous architect and entrepreneur of Galicia in the late 19th and
early 20th centuries, was formed under the conditions of intensive develop-
ment of factory production both in Europe and also Western Ukraine. During
this period main city of Western Ukraine -Lviv, is very actively developing and
rapidly growing. Ivan Levinsky takes an active part in shaping the architec-
tural and urban image of Lviv, leading the construction of the most important
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public objects of the city as theOpera House, the Georges Hotel, the passage
of Mikolyash, the Jewish hospital complex, the new palace complex and many
more. Having founded the largest and the most successful enterprise in Lviv
— Factory of tile stoves Ivan Levinsky, Mr. Levinsky was one of the first in
Ukraine to launch industrial construction.

At the beginning of the twentieth century Ivan Levinskys enterprise was
one of the largest industrial complexes of Galicia, which comprised the archi-
tectural bureau, the construction enterprise, a group of building materials, and
a ceramics factory. In his industrial complex Ivan Levinsky established a
closed cycle of production — the representatives of his firm would selltheir
clients sites for construction, the architectural bureau would develop project
documentation, factories supply all the necessary building materials for the-
constructors of the firm to build. Thus, Levinsky demonstrates an innova-
tive approach to the organization of the architectural and construction
processat that time, which proves his remarkable entrepreneurial talent. Ivan
Levinsky’s factory products have successfully competed with ceramic produc-
tion of Prague, Warsaw, and Vienna, winning numerous awards at international
exhibitions for their high artistic level.

During the Soviet times, the industrial complex Factory of tile stoves
Ivan Levinsky, which besets a large area between the present streets of Ch-
uprynka, Zhukovsky, Efremov and Levinsky, was nationalized and divided
between different enterprises (Picture 1). Later, some standard five-story resi-
dential buildings were built on the site. With the destruction of such complex,
the city loses not only a unique monument of the Lviv industrial culture, but
also a memory of Ivan Levinsky — an outstanding constructor and architect of
the late 19th and early 20th century. Accordingly, the topical task now is to find
effective architectural and design means to distinguish this unique industrial
complex in the planning structure of the city and effectively incorporate it in
the popular tourist routes.
