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THE HISTORICAL NATURE OF THE JAPANESE CITY AND ITS
IMPACT ON MODERN METHODS OF URBAN REVITALIZATION

Modern Japanese strategies or Japanese historical cities’ revitalization
there are examined using the examples of the cities of Kanazawa, Hagi and
Onomichi, which are based on different approaches, but in all three cases they
have led to remarkable success.

Kanazawa achieved success thanks to a long-thought-out policy of joint
initiatives of the local authorities,businessmen, artisans and the community.
Their activity launched a number of original strategies, such as: restoration
of historical buildings on the basis of educating local people, creative
modernization of local crafts, attracting foreign guests by building the «Art
Village» — a complex of spectacular and exhibition halls with the possibility
of cheap space rental for international festivals, and more.

The city of Hagi sharply increased its attractiveness thanks to the initiative
ofthe local city hall, while using more traditional methods: introducing a group
of industrial monuments of the 19th century to UNESCO World Heritage lists,
a well-thought-out advertising policy for local ceramics and antique tangerines
and more.

Onomichi city is revitalizing through a set of local community initiatives
aiming to renew abandoned houses in the central hilly historical quarter. This
activity is pushed up thanks to numerous groups of local activists, public
associations, art and business projects that have created Onomichi’s unique
atmosphere as an art city by organizing in empty houses of art galleries,
restaurants, mini-hotels and shops of «amazing things». There also exists a
project of free-living local cats breeding. Recently the cats became a brand of
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the city that made it much more attractive to the tourists.

On the examples of the Japanese cities of Kanazawa, Hagi and
Onomichi, direct correlations are traced between the historical character of
the administration of the Japanese city and the modern leading forces of its
revitalization. Namely, for feudal castle towns located in the past under direct
samurai rule, in modern conditions, a top-down revitalization scheme is usual,
where the main initiative belongs to local authorities (such as in Hagi).

Port and commercial cities with a historically independent system of
government are currently characterized by a bottom-up revitalization scheme,
where the main initiative belongs to local communities and individuals (such
as in Onomichi).

The historical cities of Samurai rule with well-developed trade are
characterized by a mixed revitalization scheme with the mutual initiatives of
both local authorities and residents (such as in Kanazawa).
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
