COMPOSITION COMPONENT IN THE PLANNING
OF RURAL SETTLEMENTS

Architectural planning composition of any settlement is a set of utilitarian
and artistic features. The type of urban development already dictates a set of
factors that are further relevant in planning. Proper organization of all the
necessary processes in the settlement depends on the successful combination of
all its parts. Therefore, in order to provide residents with comfortable working
and leisure conditions, it is necessary to combine these components to meet
these requirements. It is known that important components of the architectural
and planning composition of the settlement as streets, squares, residential
buildings, private plots and outbuildings on them, public buildings, open
green spaces, facilities for public works, industrial buildings and complexes,
relief, reservoirs and even landscape create settlement environment. In contrast
to urban space, the rural environment is as much attached to the existing
landscape as possible. This is dictated by the very feature of development,
which is formed mainly by single-family residential buildings with private
plots. Natural conditions — terrain, vegetation, reservoirs, are not those
essential components — which play and should dictate the key role in planning
a settlement.

The rationality of creating a compositional structure of a settlement is
usually dictated by the successful use of natural resources and their consideration
when planning a village. Taking into account all the factors in the planning or
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reconstruction of settlements make it possible to make optimum use of the
territory, efficient use of natural resources with limited interference with the
natural environment. Composite accents in turn are natural — elevation of
the topography — hills, artificial — buildings, structures. The intersections of
the inner paths, combined with the compositional nodes and accents, create a
unique unique silhouette of each village. The basis for the planning of most
rural settlements is the main street, which leads to the village, passes by its
public, sacred center, goes beyond the settlement to the industrial territories.
Such a street can be the main compositional axis, which will inevitably work
to render the compositional accent, which can usually be a church. or other
public building.

Architectural and planning composition of the settlement is a harmonious
combination of its components — buildings, structures, sites, territories
in a certain natural environment, which creates conditions for their proper
functioning, and thus obtains compositional expressiveness and beauty of their
location in space as elements of a single complex. Analyzing the planning
structure of Ukrainian villages, it is possible to identify patterns between
natural compositional elements and human-created objects. Taking into
account a number of factors such as natural components in the reconstruction
of rural settlements will help to preserve their unique identity and integrity.
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
