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URBAN PUBLIC SPACE:
SYSTEM INTERPRETATION OF THE OBJECT

The urban public space is formed of elements of three groups:
architectural, urban and landscape. Architectural elements — buildings —
define the boundaries and function of space, depending on their typology.
Small architectural forms — functional, symbolic and commercial, are
complementary in providing meaning to the space. Urban planning elements,
in particular elements of transport and engineering infrastructure, are utilitarian
and are in the scope of land improvement. Landscaping elements — greenery,
water elements, and assigned to this group the sport and recreation facilities,
are indicators of environmental friendliness of space.

The set of elements from which the public space is formed and their
number defines the possibilities of actions of their consumers, thus giving
different properties of the space by which its classification is carried out.

However, the same elements, but with different connections between
them, form the features of a space. That is, not only the presence and number
of elements is important, but their combination — grouping.

Within the public space, there are the following dualistic couples: —
transit movement and steady processes; — commercial and egalitarian use of
the territory; — paved areas and landscaping; — unchanging space and space,
capable of transforming for various functions, the percentage of which defines
the qualitative characteristics of the territory.

The attractor in the functioning of a public space is its user — a person or a
social group (territorial community, corporate group, age group, interest group,
etc.). Conditionally passive users of public space are residents and tourists;
the first episodically participate in the change of space, the second — do not
participate in such a change. Active participants with an objective resource for
impact on urban space include the municipality with administrative resources
and investors with financial resources. Situational participants include political
and civic organizations that have a subjective source of influence, namely the
ability to activate social activity.
