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SCHOOL BUILDINGS OF THE FIRST HALF OF THE XX CENTURY
IN THE VILLAGE OF BOYKIVSHCHINA

The architecture of school buildings in the first half of the twentieth
century remains unknown in the ethnographic territory of Boykivschyna, and
in the history of Ukrainian architecture this topic is also insufficiently covered.
During this period, architects offered a new modern style in architecture, and
equally characteristic features of Ukrainian folk architecture tried to be applied
in new projects. In the Boikiv region, folk construction was still widespread at
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this time, so new trends and influences made it possible to improve, develop
and creatively rethink traditional construction.

Since the late nineteenth century. the Austrian government has taken
some steps to encourage the construction of public schools in rural Galicia.
However, it was only in the 1920s and 1930s that the next Polish government
deliberately sought opportunities to eliminate illiteracy in remote rural areas
by building new schools [1]. To this end, the Society for the Support to the
Construction of General Public Schools was established, which provided funds
for school construction in compliance with certain requirements, and officials
from the Ministry of Religious Recognition and Public Education proposed to
the rural communities a model school plan. However, the typical plan was not
used so often and the architecture of the school buildings varied in the villages.
In addition, some rural communities built schools at their own expense and at
their own discretion. For example, the community of the village of Urych built
the school on its own, using the building material of an abandoned agricultural
union shop [2].

The appearance at that time of the construction market of sheet, tile,
cement roofing, slate, enabled the masters to construct hollow roofs, and thus
the ratio of the front part and the roof itself changed. If in residential buildings
of the nineteenth century. the proportions of the height of the visible part of
the facade to the height of the roof ranged from 1:2.3 to 1:3.6, depending on
the roofing material [3], then in school buildings this proportion ranged from
1:1 to 1:2. The traditional four-sloped roofs have been modified by breakage,
which greatly enriched the architecture of the school buildings.

Despite the differences in architectural design, however, the school
buildings had common features in the composition, namely:

— the desire for symmetry in the construction of the plan and the main
facade;

— accentuation of the main entrance by a veranda or portico with
columns;

— arrangement of the attic floor, and hence the emergence of more
complex roofs with kinks and roof windows.

We find similar forms in European architecture, which gives grounds to
consider the emergence of new architectural forms in the Boykivschyna as a
result of the influence of European architectural thought on traditional national
construction.
