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ARCHITECTURAL IDENTITY OF SMALL HISTORIC CITIES OF
PODILLYA DISTRICT IN AN URBAN REGENERATION ASPECT

Regeneration of historic cities presumes the recovery of the viability
of cities and preservation of the historically formed urban structure, visual
recognition of the certain city, also can be named as architectural identity of the
city. Architectural identity or urban ID is generalized to the visual recognition
of specification of its historical character, a unique feature of the city that
distinguishes and identifies the city among others. The matter of the identity or
visual recognition of a certain city connects to two opposite concepts: typical
and unique attributes of the architectural objects or planning structure of cities
that hold associations with a definite city, authentic, or the historical epoch in
which it has been built or gained the main character.

Typical approaches determine the traditional solution of the certain
elements of the cities structure: architectural objects, typological or functional
groups of buildings, ensembles, planning schemes of quarters, city center, and
etcetera. According to the number of cities and area in which the objects and
other urban formations are created in a similar charter, or common properties
of urban elements, can be determined a certain region. Most of the western
areas of the ethnographic region of Podillya acquired Magdeburg law in 14
— 19 centuries. The Magdeburg law supposed a presence of corresponding
architectural objects and the arrangement of an urban plan that would satisfy
the functions of self-government, trade, etcetera (Yasinsky M.R., 2018). Most
of the cities of Podillya(e.g. Berezhany, Buchach, Chortkiv, Hrymailiv) were
formed on the basis of the typical beam-radial, orthogonal street scheme with a
square in the middle of the city, the planning system is fixed by mainly two —
four — floor blocked regular and single public buildings, mostly administrative
or sacral (Kravtsov S.R., 2007). This typical architectural and planning system
belongs to most cities of Central and Eastern Europe of the Middle Ages,
which get self — government and attached the recognition as cities with the
Magdeburg law.

The unique objects of architecture, as well as the way of applying typical
objects and planning scheme to the specific terrain, determine the level of
recognition of a certain city and gives them architectural and artistic qualities,
which define one city from another. Most of the unique architectural objects
(different from most similar types of buildings) are public objects, townships,
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sacral buildings, castles, rarely separate private buildings mostly located in the
middle of the city (Rybchinsky O.V., 2017).

The level of keeping identity or visual recognition by architectural
objects of the certain city depends on their ability to create associations with
the city or the historical period (i.e. to determine architectural objects as
the sign of the city) and also depends on the level of retention and role of
creating the character of an environment. The identity of unique structures
determined by their individual characteristics, the identity of regular historical
building, depending on the volume of completeness of the groups of objects,
conservation, and their characteristics: parcels, proportions, heights, etcetera.
The most influential objects that can hold an identity are the vertical dominant,
which in small cities often have urban significance, especially if they create
an architectural ensemble. The architectural context of unique architectural
objects often contains the traditional objects (Vecherskyi V.V., 2003), that
formed the basis of volumetric spatial filling of cities and enhances its identity.

The issue of nowadays is preserving the identity of the historic city is to
preserve the key elements of the city, which capable retain visual recognition
of the city and the functional essence. Urban regeneration should preserve the
architectural dominants, their vertical hierarchy, and regular historical building
that holds the historically formed planning structure, as well as characterizes
its spatial parameters, concerning which should be resolved the character of
modern architectural objects.
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
