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THE CITY BUILDING DEVELOPMENT OF KASTELIVKA

The Kastelivka district territory has been added to the Lviv city at the end
of the XVIII century when the city fortifications were deconstructed and city
outskirts were united with the inner city. The first administrative city planning
took place same time. At the year 1885 architects Julien Zakharivych and Ivan
Levynskyi has bought the Kastelivka area. They have started the new building
development trend of the district, which has saved it’s historical name. The
choice to buy this territory to use for villa private housing building was not
accidental. It has been traditionally formed from the beginning of the XVIII
century that the southern city outskirts were used by rich and noble citizens to
build their mansions. But intense development of Lviv city territory has began
at the 80s years. Modern Kopernika, Doroshenka and Krushelnitskoi streets
previously had a lot of greenery and gardens, began transforming into city
blocks with profitable houses and civil structures. The rise of the Polytechnic
of Lviv building at the Bandera street at the years 1873—1876 had a major
influence on urbanistic processes at the southern direction. The development of
subject area has been influenced by another factor that I. Levynskyi has bought
a few areas near Chyprynka street to construct his building manufacture.

First private houses at Kastelivka were projected at the year 1889, that
means that during years 1886—1888 architects have developed and formed
the city building concept of the area, which was innovative and original for
it’s time. It was based on the attempt to create humanistic environment for
citizens dwelling which is built with much unity with nature. The idea has
been a complete opposite of the city central part architecture environment,
which consisted mostly of stones and bricks and which had no greenery and
fresh air. The architects have declined the popular way of dividing area into
parallel and perpendicular streets with same rectangular blocks. Instead of
that they have projected a scenic system of curved streets basing on the «On
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Villas» street, later named Nabelyaka (the Kotlyarevskogo street nowadays).
It was highlighting the complicated area landscape and followed the natural
surrounding. Each cottage had individual projecting and was placed deep
inside the districts. They were individual structures or building blocks. Sum
number of cottages to build was projected as 64.

Total count of realized private houses built in «people’s romantism» style
at the period from year 1889 to year 1906 was 23. A few more houses were built
at the first 10 years of XX century. They took place at modern Kotlyarevskogo
and Gorbachevskogo streets but their styling character depict another way of
Lviv architecture development.

Modern city building structure of this area remains the same as projected
despite time made some changes: a few parts of Kotlyarevskogo street obtained
more geometrically-correct shapes and this street was prolonged furter to
southern direction and got connected with Metrologichna street. After some
time northern part of the street structures obtained optimised structurisation.

But with pass of time the city building situation has changed. At
the period of modern the area was built with profitable houses and lost it’s
original architecture image projected by it’s creators. But it has became the
special part of Lviv city building development. It’s city building structure
was innovative, the style solutions were original and based on the shapes of
people’s architecture.
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
