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PROTECTIONISM ASA KEY ELEMENT IN SAVING DOMESTIC BUSINESSES

Protectionism is a basic way to protect domestic industries by restricting foreign imports by raising tariffs,
guotas, and, sometimes, imposing laws and regulations on other parts of economy like customers. A good example of
this can be a case study of “the "buy American" provision included in the economic stimulus bill, which requires any
iron or steel used in the construction projects funded by that legidation to be purchased in the U.S.” (Travis, “The
Evolution of Protectionism”). In simple words, United States eliminated competition on the international level, while
keeping and stimulating it on the domestic level. Domestic laws were playing arole of political backers, which meant
only growing support from government to business owners, and vice versa [1].

Protectionism is also a barrier for potential foreign dumping. Dumping is a type of predatory pricing behavior,
which means selling products by a price lower than their normal price and production cost (no profit). Price dumping
may be considered as an aggressive way to eliminate competition on the domestic level of foreign country. If one
country has comparative advantage in producing certain products, than it is natural for that country to set the lowest
price on the market. Comparative advantage isthe ahility to produce certain products by sufficiently lower prices. If the
resources allow, the production surplus isformed.

A surplus is an excess amount of product. Surplus is often used in price dumping. It createscompetition on an
international and domestic levels, both. Short-term result is good forcustomers, they have access to the same kind of
products, but for much cheaper price. This might leave domestic producers out of business, and allow foreigners to
create monopoly [2].
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Monopolies are bad. Once the monopoly is reached, the sdller can start exploiting consumers by increasing
prices on their products. And thisis completely logical, asthere are no other products on the market [3].

Protection via tariffs on 'dumped’ goods can be jutified to prevent long-term exploitation ofthe consume
(“Argumentsin Favour of Protectionism Business’). Monopoly is not the only problem. And monopoly does not always
turn out as a problem, because usually they can supply the needed amount of products. On the other side there exists a
term “market failure’, which is used to describe a situation in which markets fail to produce either economically
optimal or socially desirable outcomes, and they define four principal types of market failure:

1) Externalities or “spillovers’ of economic activities so that one actor’s economic activities harm those of
another ex: Environmental pollution. 2) Increasing returns and declining marginal costs that lead to a monopoly
congtitute another type of market failure. 3) A lack of public good. Ex. Water sanitation, police Distributional
inequalities. 4) Gap between the rich and the poor continues to grow. Each and every one of these failures can be
regulated and prevented by government regulation. But one the most popular government approaches is an “invisible
hand’. A laissez-faire attitude in free market, the invisible hand, being that they will be able to fulfil the needs of
society do not need the involvement of government. If society wants computers and people are willing to pay high
prices then... Businesses have the incentive to start making computers to earn profit. This leads to more competition....
Which means lower prices, better quality, and more product variety. To maintain profits, firms find most efficient way
to produce goods and services. The government doesn’'t need to get involved since the needs of society are
automatically met. In the case of negative externalities and lack of public good, the government will step in and help to
protect the people. For monopoalies, antitrust laws are put into place to prevent monopolies and promote competition.
Didgtribution of wealth is somewhat controlled by welfare, which comes from people paying taxes to the government [1].
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
