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The necessity for the justification of the scientific approaches and modern tools of
strategic planning, architectural and spatial formation of the living environment of society in
the dissertation work is actualized by the inefficiency of using the available resource potential
by newly formed territorial communities of the Ternopil region. The necessity of research of
interrelations of social, functional, historical, territorial, and economic structures is confirmed,
the integrative role of architecture and town-planning in it is defined. The priority requirement
for the effective development of the territorial community is the requirement of sustainable
development, as development without harming the environment and taking the future into
account. The need to provide objective assessments of the state of the systems and a clear
outline of prospects is defined. The main attention is paid to territorial communities of
recreational specialization.

The first section, named ""The state of research, prerequisites, architectural and urban
planning tasks of formation and development of new territorial formations of recreational
specialization," is analyzing specialized and related publications, which are taken into account
and used in my own research. The analysis was performed in three main areas: administrative-
territorial organization and reforms; recreational resources and tourism; architectural and
planning organization and development of territories and settlements. Attention is focused on
architectural and spatial aspects. A generalized conclusion is made about the need to develop
the recreational sphere of the region as a system integrity. The state of the legislative and
regulatory framework of Ukraine on the outlined issue is analyzed.

The categorical-conceptual apparatus of spatial development and architectural-planning
organization of territorial communities is specified. The following terms are defined and
characterized: territorial community, architectural and spatial organization of the territory and
spatial development of the community, recreational space, territorial recreational system, and
S0 on. Some concepts are the object of architectural and urban planning practices and relate
primarily to the Concept of Integrated Development and the Comprehensive Community
Spatial Development Plan.

Prerequisites for reforming the territorial organization and creating territorial
communities in Ukraine are analyzed. The history of building formation and planning
organization of territories and settlements of the Western regions of Ukraine and the influence
of transformations, which covered all spheres of public life, on changes in a territorial



organization are studied. The state of town-planning documentation at the local level is
analyzed, the master plans of settlements and the scheme and projects of territorial planning
of the Ternopil region, which was developed after 1991, are systematized. The necessity of
updating scientific approaches, methodical and practical changes of territorial planning, and
justification of ways of spatial development of territorial communities and settlements of the
region is proved.

The practice of reforming the administrative-territorial system in other countries has
been studied. Those countries, mentioned in this scientific work, are Latvia, Estonia, Finland,
and Switzerland, where the architectural-planning organization and spatial development of
communities have been formed over the centuries and differs from the Ukrainian. The
experience of Poland was studied in detail. Changes in lower-level territorial units, because of
administrative-territorial reform, are analyzed on the example of the urban-rural gmina (similar
to municipality) of Uniejow, located in central Poland. A resource-oriented approach to the
formation of the architectural and spatial structure of the gmina helped to effectively use and
develop the existing recreational potential (thermal waters) and positively affected the
population quality of life. Such approach is useful and can be used for Ukrainian practice.

The second section "Methods of research of architectural-planning organization and
development of territorial communities of recreational specialization” is about the use of
general scientific and specialized methods of research of the raised problem. System analysis
consisted of the object study as a complex system; the historical-evolutionary approach
provided the study with aspects of the origin, formation, and genesis of territorial communities’
development; consideration of structure, functions of recreational systems and their facilities
and the assessment of their current state contributed to the structural and functional approach.
Methods of comparative analysis, modeling and experimental design are used. An integrated
approach is associated with factor-by-factor analysis, and its application has established the
impact of numerous factors on the architectural and planning characteristics of the recreational
sphere of communities and their development. The person was moved to the center of
architectural and urban planning, respectively, social methods are widely used in the study,
they helped to cover the analysis of data that can't be obtained from other materials and

statistical sources.



Understanding the design of recreational facilities and recreational space tasks makes
processes in systems appear as the subject of research. The development of recreational space
depends on a natural and landscape, historical and cultural, socio-demographic, historical,
economic, and other factors, which leads to the study of interdisciplinary links and multifactor
analysis. Materials of statistical reports, annual reports on recreational enterprise activities,
historical and census materials, and other. were studied in detail. Some data were obtained
through questionnaires and surveys of local residents and vacationers, which provide access
to the original information. The main methods of data processing and analysis used in the work
are grouping, establishing relative values, comparison, index and variance analysis.

The method for studying the mechanisms of integration of tourist and recreational
systems in the structure of the newly formed communities is reasoned at three hierarchical
levels: micro-, meso- and macro-levels, with the use of appropriate tools. A step-by-step
research methodology is established, which is based on the following: problem formulation -
factor-by-factor characteristics of selected territories - assessment of space potential - analysis
of problems, conflicts and defects in selected communities - justification of conceptual and
design decisions.

The third section "Features of architectural and spatial organization and development
of new territorial formations of recreational specialization on the example of Ternopil region™
presents a comprehensive description of Ternopil region, considers administrative-territorial
changes and the process of forming new territorial communities. It was detected that the
adopted plan of system transformation and its implementation do not ensure the formation of
capable territorial communities and do not correspond to their perspective development. The
analysis of the recreational potential of the Ternopil region confirms the prospects of recreation
for the architectural and planning organization and spatial development of many territorial
communities. The classification of communities of recreational specialization according to the
type of touristic and recreational resource is introduced: communities with the recreational
potential of historical and cultural, natural and landscape, religious and pilgrimage character.
Spatial projection and application of communities and territories with recreational potential on
the regional scheme are made, the prospects of their development according to the mentioned
classification are justified. A comprehensive description of eight territorial communities, that
was identified as those that are reflecting each of these types of recreation in the best way, was



implemented. Special passports, which characterize the current situation on their territory and
outline ways of spatial development, were developed for selected communities.

The basic requirements for architectural and urban solutions on the development of new
territorial communities of recreational specialization are defined. They include protection of
architectural, landscape and ecological properties of territories; ensuring communication
accessibility of recreational areas and facilities; creation of infrastructural conditions for
comfortable living, vacation and recovery on places, ways of travel, and other. The following
architectural and spatial characteristics of territorial formations were studied: the territory, its
planning structure, distances and the location of main elements in space (distances reflect the
state of development of the road network and engineering infrastructure and location - the
nature of individual zones.), as well as the existing functional structure of the territory, which
was developed historically and is characterized by the level of order and combination of zones
of different functional nature - recreational, agricultural, urbanized, protection, industrial, etc.

The fourth section, named "Analysis, assessment and forecasting of architectural and
planning development of settlements and recreational systems of territorial communities,"
examines, in detail, the central settlements of recreational communities, small historical centers
with a rich history and favorable for recreational activities natural and landscape conditions.
The potential of the historical and cultural character of cities Zbarazh, Buchach, and
Berezhany, which are the administrative centers of the newly formed territorial communities,
is revealed. The largest number of historical monuments is concentrated here, these cities are
included in the List of historical settlements of Ukraine. Particularly, attractive are the
fortifications — castles: for Buchach and Brzezany city, those are the ruins with historical,
architectural and recreational value, for the city of Zbarazh it's a well preserved and restored
castle with infrastructure, Castle Park and a permanent functioning museum inside the main
building. Communities with a selected potential of religious and pilgrimage character are
represented by the village of Zarvanytsia and the city of Pochaiv (they attract pilgrims of
different religious denominations from all over Ukraine and abroad). Focusing on recreation
as a key area of activity will allow to form the necessary social and engineering infrastructure
in the community, provide new jobs, improve welfare and create opportunities for further
development of these communities and the region as a whole. Recreational communities with

a natural and landscape character of recreation are represented by the town of Husiatyn and



cities of Zalishchyky and Borshchiv, where there is a significant natural resource that has been
attracting visitors since ancient times. In modern conditions, the existing recreational potential
of communities is not effectively used. The study of architectural and planning shortcomings,
inconsistencies and conflicts in the community and causal analysis of their occurrence allows
to justify ways to eliminate the causes and avoid them, to expand opportunities for further
development of territories and settlements.

The spatial development of communities requires a comprehensive approach and
coordinated actions at the administrative and architectural-spatial levels. The existing urban
planning documentation of most of the study settlements is outdated and needs to be updated.
There is a need to consider urban planning documentation in the context of the Concept of
integrated development of the territorial community and the Comprehensive plan of spatial
development of communities and regions. This will allow to identify and agree on promising
areas of development of territories at local and regional levels, to create comfortable conditions
for developing recreational branches not only within individual settlements but also within the
community and region as a whole.

When forecasting changes and outlining the prospects of the community, the following
are important: reliability and correctness of information about its future; consistency of
community forecasting with forecasts of regional development; program-target and problem-
oriented nature of forecasting. In the architectural and planning forecasting of the development
of recreational systems that are the centers of territorial communities, attention was focused
on the study of depressed settlements, where there is a decrease in population, the reduction of
business and social activity. The expediency of uniting different types of recreation with the
idea of "parallelism” is revealed, which will allow to create and develop new types of
recreational activities, regardless of the already existing recreational facilities and types.

The fifth section "Principles and proposals for improving the architectural and planning
solutions of new territorial associations and their centers" describes the principles and models
of reform and development of territorial communities with recreational specialization. The
expediency of reconstruction of developed recreational territories on the requirements of
revision of the established structure of distribution and consolidation of territories is confirmed,
as well as the expansion of their functions; the redistribution of resources and facilities for

recreation through re-profiling and reconstruction of existing enterprises. The general scientific



principles of systematization, integrity, normativity, objectivity, publicity and individuality are
singled out, as well as the justified principles of spatial organization and development of the
territorial community: goal formation and formation of the "goal tree"; setting incentives and
priorities; interpretation of the community as a socio-cultural phenomenon; advanced
development of recreational infrastructure; increasing the openness of the system and
compliance with new realities. Justified principles are equalizing the possibilities of the
development of new territorial units, depending on the available potentials.

To implement the general principles, models and conceptual provisions in the project
implementation, a step-by-step method is proposed, which includes the following stages:
setting and clarifying the content of tasks; architectural and urban inventory; factor-by-factor
analysis and comprehensive assessment of the spatial situation; study of international
experience; justification of conceptual provisions (ideas, principles of organization and
development, macro indicators); development of alternatives of concept implementation;
comparative analysis of proposals; selection of the optimal option and its project
implementation. The approbation of the proposed principles and methods of spatial
organization and development of recreational communities is performed on the example of
two communities: Hrymailiv community (in the degrading settlement of this community,
village Kalagarivka, there are boreholes with mineral waters such as “Naftusya” and unique
natural landscapes, that can become basic resources for developing a modern spa resort);
Zbarazh community (has favorable conditions for further development of the community on
the basis of historical potential, the opportunity to create a powerful cultural, cognitive and
tourist-recreational complex of international level).

Measures that will increase the attractiveness of recreational space include
aestheticization of recreational space, which should penetrate into all stages of architectural
and urban planning activities — from planning decisions, updating architectural and urban
planning documentation to the use of environment and resources; expanding the independence
of local governments (accumulation of funds, initiative in activities and aestheticization of
space); coordination of interactions of branches of power (development of rules of
development and use of territories); bringing engineering and recreational infrastructure to
modern requirements (systemic and coordinated transition to modern systems of life support
and streamlining of transport infrastructure). A necessary condition for effective changes is the



new urban planning documentation — the Concept of Integrated Development and the
Comprehensive Spatial Development Plan of the territorial community, as well as the master
plan of settlements.
